ABOUT THE AUTHOR: Vijay Tendulkar was a famous India dramatist
screen writer and a Journalist. He was also considered as one of the most influen-
tial voices in Indian theatre. He was born on 6th January 1928 in Kolhapur,
Maharashtra and died on 19" May 2008 in Pune, Maharashtra.

As far as the author Vijay Tendulkar is concerned, he has started his career as
ajournalist and later on, he writes plays, screen plays and novels. His plays dealt
with a wide range of themes [ lincluding gender, politics, power, corruption, moral-

ity, caste and power dynamics

in Indian Society. His famous

Moreover, Vijay Tendulkar
was a recipient of numerous
awards and accolades. He had
received Padma Shree and the
Sangeet Natak Academic
Award. Again, he also remains
one of the most celebrated and
influential dramatists in Indian
theatre history.

Introduction of the book:
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Ghasiram Kotwal is a Marathi play and it is written by the dramatist Vijay Tendulkar in
1972 as aresponse to the rise of a local political party 1 Maharashtra.

The play [Ghasiram Kotwall is set during the peshwas rule in the 18th century in
Pune, Maharashtra. The peshwas were Brahmin rulers who controlled the Maratha em-
pire and their rule was characterized by caste-based discrimination, corruption and power
struggles.

The play Ghasiram has several themes. Therefore, the themes which are present in
the play are [ power, caste, corruption and morality.
In the play Ghasiram Kotwal, the dramatist Vijay
Tendulkar uses the character of Ghasiram to explore
the themes of power, caste, corruption and moral-
ity. Besides these themes, this play also touches on
the theme of identity and it also shows how it is
shaped by societal norms and expectations. Indeed,
all the themes which are present in the play

'Ghasiram Kotwal [ are still relevant today.

Summary of the play Ghasiram Kotwal

In the beginning of the play [Ghasiram
Kotwallbye Vijay Tendulkar, we have observed
that the human curtain offers prayer to Lord
Ganesha to bless the play. The dramatist applies
the human curtain in the play in order to fill up
the gaps and to provide comments as well as to
give information about the minor and major hap-
penings on the stage to the audience and read-
ers. As far as human curtain is concerned, it
comprises of twelve Brahmins who break the ,
play into segments and it arises to appear as a RAMA BROIHEé’f,-"
unit when the situation demands. Therefore, pre- ﬁ
senting the Brahmins on the stage by Vijay Tendulkar is consid-
ered as one of the unique dramatic device.

The play Ghasiram Kotwal explores the power dynamics and corruption within the
peshwa rule on the 18th century in Pune. Ghasiram Kotwal, the protagonist of the play is
introduced tous as a low-caste man who rises to power as the Kotwal of Pune and later on
in the play, itis seen that he becomes corrupted and ruthless in his efforts to maintain his
position. The power is shown as one of the most prominent theme of the play and its
corrupting influence.

The other important theme in the play is the idea of caste and its impact on the
society. The play also highlights the caste-base discrimination which was prevalent during
the Peshwa rule. Moreover the play also shows how Ghasiram/s low-caste status in seen
as a threat by the upper-caste Brahmins.

Throughout the play, it is observed that Ghasiram(s low-caste status is show as a
source of advantage and disadvantage for him. The advantage mentioned here is treat

Manipulate and he can even adventure the system
to his advantage because he is not bound by the
same social norms and expectations as members of
higher castes.

On the otherhand, the dis advantage is that
Ghasiram!s low-caste status makes him vulnerable
to exploitation and mistreatment by those in posi-
tions of power. Moreover, there Is also constantly
risk for him to be marginalized and even his actions
are often with suspicion by members of higher castes.

Corruption is also depicted as one of the im-
portant theme in the play Ghasiram Kotwal. The
play depits a society where corruption is rampant
and those in positions of power use it to maintain
their status and control over others.

The dramatist Vijay Tendulkar shows corrup-
tion through the protagonist Ghasiram Kotwal in li-
onls share. The protagonist uses bribery, intimida-
tion and other unethical tactics to rise to power as
the Kotwal of Pune. He is willing to betray those
around him, including his own family members, in
order to maintain his hold on power and control over
the city.

On the other hand, the play also highlights the
corrupt practices of the higher castes in Indian soci-
ety. Itis seen that the higher castes use their position
and influence to maintain their power at the expense
ofthose in lower castes. The play portrays the cor-
rupt practices of the Brahmins who manipulate the
system to their advantage and even tried to maintain
their control over society.

ALIENATION can be understood as the state of being estranged or separated
from one s milieu, work, products of work, or self. Modernist art and literature
often explored alienation, reflecting the
indifference and/or inability of individuals to
establish meaningful relationships with others or
themselves. Alienation is often linked to feelings
of rootlessness and dispossession, as individuals
struggle to find their place in a rapidly changing
world. Philip Larkin, a prominent figure in British
poetry, explored the theme of alienation
extensively in his works, reflecting on themes of
mortality, loss, and the futility of human
existence. Larkin(s poems like [Reasons for
Attendance,[] [High Windows,[land [The
Explosion[lexemplify the theme of alienation,
portraying characters who feel disconnected from
their surroundings and each other. The theme of alienation emerged as a natural
consequence of the existential predicament and the rapid changes of the modern
world, including capitalism, imperialism, and technological advancements, which
contributed to a sense of rootlessness and disconnection.

Modenmist poetry often grappled with existential questions, exploring the search
for meaning and identity in a seemingly indifferent universe, where individuals felt
isolated and disconnected. Contemporary British poets continue to grapple with
themes of alienation, reflecting on issues of social inequality, political unrest, and the
challenges of modem life. Alienation is a recurring theme in English literature, explores

For instance, '
inT.S. Eliotls poem [ The Love Song of J. Alfred Prufrock,
the titular character[s introspective and fragmented thoughts
reveal his profound sense of disconnection from others and
the constraints of societal expectations. His hesitance and self-
doubt symbolize a broader struggle with communication and
intimacy in an increasingly impersonal world. Also we find that
modernist literature frequently highlights themes of rootlessness,
where characters feel disconnected from their cultural or
emotional roots. Virginia Woolf's [Mrs. Dalloway( delves into
the psyche of Clarissa Dalloway, who navigates post-war
London with a sense of dislocation and an awareness of the
transient nature of life and relationships. Woolf's stream of
consciousness technique emphasizes the internal conflicts and Bernardine Evaristo
moments of alienation experienced by her characters, reflecting a society grappling with
the repercussions of war and change.

The cataclysmic events of the early 20th century, particularly World War I,
significantly influenced the Modernist movement. Writers
and artists sought to portray the disillusionment and
fragmentation of contemporary life. Ernest Hemingway
exemplifies this through his characters in [ The Sun Also
Rises,[Jwho embody the disorientation and moral
ambiguity of the post-war generation. The term [Lost
Generation[Ireflects feelings of disconnection, as
characters struggle to find purpose and meaning in a world
that seems indifferent to their
suffering. Again, it is seen that
the rise of urbanization
introduced a new layer of
alienation as individuals found
themselves lost in the bustle of
the city. Modernist poets like
Imagists (such as Ezra Pound) experimented with form to
capture the immediacy and alienating nature of urban life.
Their works often convey a sense of isolation against the
backdrop of urban chaos, emphasizing how modern life can
create barriers to authentic human connection. Besides that
we have seen that philosophical undercurrents, particularly
existentialism, also permeate modernist literature. Writers like
Franz Kafka articulate a profound sense of alienation in
works like [The Metamorphosis, where the protagonist, Gregor Samsa, becomes a
grotesque figure alienated from his family and society. Kafkals exploration of identity

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and isolation reflects existential questions about individual
existence in a seemingly absurd and indifferent world.

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Siu-Ka-Pha and His Contributions

THE Ahoms are the
members of the Shan branch
of great Tai or Thai family of
South-East Asia. The Shans
were named so because they
initially established a land
named Tyai-Shan on the bank
of'the river Tarim that flowed
to the north of Mongolia and
China. From Tyai-Shan they
first migrated to China in
around the 5th Century A.D.
and thence to Mungrimungram
in Yunan in China. They
expanded gradually to the entire
Hukong Valley in present
Burma and established a group
of States therein. The most
powerful of these States was i ! E
inhabited by the Mau branch of the ethnic group. They called it Mungmas, whereas
the Manipuris used to refer to it as the kingdom of pony which term sometimes
denoted the entire collection of Tai-Chan States in the Hukong Valley. The Ahoms
claim Mungrimungram as their original homeland and states that Khumlai, their
younger progenitor ruled over this kingdom. The third king of Khumlais family
divided the kingdom, Mungrimungram proper and Maulung on the bank of the

Sheuli river in upper Burma between his two sons. It was at Maulung,
where Siu-ka-Pha, the founder of the Ahom kingdom in the
Brahmaputra Valley was born to Phusang Khang. The meaning of
the name of Siu-ka-Pha stands as follows: Siu [tiger, ka-to come,
Pha-heaven [in totality [the tiger that descended or arrived from
heaven[.J The point to note here is that, as compound letters is not
used in Tai Ahom language, each letter represent different meanings.
So, if we write Sukapha in a single syllable, no meaning or sense
comes in its original language. So it must be written and pronounced
as Siu-ka-Pha.

Siu-ka-Pha left his birthplace in about 1215 A.D. to seek his
fortune elsewhere. He was accompanied by a few nobles, a few
hundred followers and had a retinue of 2 elephants and 300 horses
and two hengdangs (the legendary war sword and symbol of royal
power) and a statuette of Somdeu, the presiding deity.

The consolidation and establishment of Ahom power in an alien
land and his literary contribution changed the entire scenario.

As Siu-ka-Pha moved towards the Patkais via the Hukong
Valley, he reduced to submission the local ethnic groups encountered
along the way. He reached the Brahmaputra Valley in 1228 A.D. and
stepped on the Soumarpeeth of erstwhile Kamrupa on December 2.
Thereafter he had been moving from place to place for about fifteen
years in search for a suitable spot till he settled at Charaideo in 1253
A.D near Langkuri Hills. The Morans and the Barahis who dwelt in
the region between the Dikhou and the Dichang rivers were the first
groups of ethnic group, whom Siu-ka-Pha won over to his side by a
policy of peace and conciliation. Those among them who challenged
Siu-ka-Pha were ruthlessly eliminated. Thus he made his supreme
authority felt over these two ethnic groups. Siu-ka-Pha then established
his permanent headquarters at Charaideo and celebrated the occasion
by sacrificing two horses. When he reached the Brahmaputra Valley
in 1228, he ordered his chroniclers to keep record of all events. This
was the glorious beginning of history-writing in Assam [ a precious
contribution to Indian historiography. Buranjis contains reliable source
materials of all the activities of the Ahom rulers. Buranji is a word
from Ahom dialect and it means a storehouse of knowledge that
enlightens the ignorant. The Deodhais and Bailungs were entrusted
with the task of chronicler who wrote down in simple Tai language
everyday events. It was only during the reign of Pratap Singha much
later that history writing was taken up in Assamese script.

Sukapha came not as a raiding conqueror but as the head of an
agricultural folk in search of land[ as mentioned in the Comprehensive
History of Assam by Swarnalata Barua. Siu-ka-Pha moved and lived

and adopting local culture. Living a life of a commoner, Siu-ka-Pha
himself'tilled and cultivated the land. He accepted them to his social
fold, placed them on an equal footing with his own men and treated
them as his associate.

The Shan chroniclers are silent regarding Siu-ka-Phals invasion
of the Brahmaputra Valley. At the same time, they relate the victories
of Samlongpha, the general and a brother of a king of Mungmao,
over the Chutiyas as well as the rulers of Arakan, Manipur and
adjoining areas.

The conquest of the Tai-Shans changed the very trends in the
political history of north-eastern India. It marks the beginning of a
process leading to the establishment of new hegemony. The
neighboring areas were at that time, under the control of the Morans,
ruled by Badaucha and the Barahis, who were ruled by Thakumtha.
These two kings accepted the supremacy of Siu-ka-Pha without any
bloodshed. Following their acceptance of his authority Siu-ka-Pha
treated them as equals and encouraged for inter-caste marriage and
welded them all into a single nation. In an atmosphere of political
stability the inhabitants of the region subsequently found their new
regional identity as the subjects of the kingdom of Assam and
developed a new fabric of culture and society which was to become
distinctly Assamese. Thus, Siu-ka-Pha founded the Ahom monarchy
in Assam.

Siu-ka-Pha died in 1268 A.D. he was succeeded by his son
Suteupha (reigning period 1268 [11281 A.D.), who extended the
western boundary of the Ahom kingdom to the river Namdang. From
the reign of Subinpha (reigning period 1281 [11293 A.D.) to that of
Supimpha (reigning period 1493 11297 A.D.) covering a period of
more than two hundred years no extension of territory was made by
the Ahoms.

The date of Siu-ka-Pha putting his foot on the land of Assam(then
Kamrupa) i.e. December 2 is being celebrated as Assam Divas since
1996.0

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Sustainable Yield of
Renewable Resources

THE sustainable yield of natural capital is the ecological yield that can be ex-
tracted without reducing the base of capital itself, i.e. the surplus required to main-
tain ecosystem services at the same or increasing level over time. The term only
refers to resources that are renewable in nature as extruding non-renewable re-
sources will always diminish the natural capital. The sustainable yield of a given
resource will generally very over time with the needs of the ecosystem to maintain
itself e.g. a forest that has recently suffered blight or flooding an fire will require
more of its own ecological yield sustain and reestablish a mature forest. While
doing so the sustainable yield may be much less. The term sustainable yield is most
commonly used in forestry, fisheries, and ground water.

Sustainable yield is an important component of sustainable forest manage-
ment. In the forestry content it is the largest amount of harvest activity that can
occur without degrading the productivity of the stock.

This concept is important in fishery management, in which sustainable yield is
defined as the number of fish that can be extracted without reducing the base of fish
stock, and the minimum sustainable yield is defined as the amount of fish that can be
extracted under given environment conditions. In fisheries, the basic natural capital
or virgin population must decrease with extraction. At the same time productivity
increases. Hence, sustainable yield would be within the range in which the natural
capital together with its production is able to provide satisfactory yield. It may be
very difficult to quantity sustainable yield, because every dynamic ecological condi-
tion and other factors not related to harvesting induce changes and fluctuations in
both the natural capital and its productivity.

In the case of groundwater there is a safe yield of water extraction per unit
time, beyond which the aquifer risks the state of over drafting or even depletion.0J

1 of the Swachh Bharat Mission lasted till October 2019. Phase-2 is being im-
planted between 2020-21 and 2024-25 to help cement the work of Phase-1.
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Initiated by the Government of India, the mission aimed to achieve an [open-
defecation freel India by 2nd October 2019, the 150th anniversary of the birth of
Mahatma Gandhi, through construction of toilets. An estimated 89.9 million toilets
were built in the period. The objectives of the first phase of the mission also included
eradication of manual scavenging, generating awareness and bringing about a behavior
change regarding sanitation practices, and a generation of capacity, at the local level.

The second phase of the mission and to sustain the open defecation free status
and improve the lives of sanitation workers. Development goals number 6 estab-
lished by the United Nations in 2015.

The campaign official name is in Hindi. In English, it translates to [ Cleean India
Mission[] The campaign was officially launched on 2nd October 2014 at Rajghat.
New Delhi by Prime Minister Narendra Modi. It is Indials/largest cleanliness drive to
date with three million government employees and students from all parts of India
participating in 4,043 cities, towns, and rural communities.

Atarally in champaran, the Prime Minister called the campaign Satyagrah Se
Smatchhagrah in reference to Gandhils Champarar Satyagraha launched on 10th
April 1916. The mission was split into two rural and urban. In rural areas [SBM
Gramin! was financed and maintained through the Ministry of Drinking Water and
Sanitation under the ministry of Jal Shakti. Whereas [ SBM-Urban[ was ourseen by
the Ministry of Housing and Urban affairs.

The government provided subsidy of construction of nearly 90 million toilets
between 2014 and 2019 although some Indian especially in rural areas choose to not
use them. The campaign was criticized for using crucial approached to force people
to use toilets. The former released $5.8 billion funds for toilet construction. The total
budget for the rural and urban components was estimated at $28 billion, 93% for
construction and the rest for behavior change campaigns and administration.(J

NEPA LI cuiture and tradition are deeply rooted in the nation history, reli-
gious diversity, and ethnics variety, featuring unique practices, colorful festivals, and
intricate rituals that have evolved across countries.

Major festivals and rituals

Nepal is renowned for its vibrant festival calendar with over fifty annual cel-
ebration, where dashain and tihar stand out as the most widely recognized. Dashain
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Nepal's Traditional Art, Literature, Music, and Dance

celebrates the triumph of good over evil and is a period for family reunions, blessings and
the symbolic tika ceremony using yogurt, vermillion, and rise, Tihar celebrated as a festival
of lights, honors animals and the bond between siblings through worship and rituals.

Other notable festivals including Holi (the festivals of colours). Janai Purnima, Bud-
dha Jayanti, and unique regional festivals like Indra Jatra and Chosar, each with distinct
rituals such as mask dances, feasts, and community gathering that reflect Nepalils multi-
ethnic mosaic.

Customs and social practices

Nepalese traditions are influenced by Hindu and Buddhist philosophies with unique
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birth, marriage and funeral ceremonies. For instance, [INwaran( is a naming ceremony held
on the 8th or 11th day after a child birth, followed by [pasniwhen the child first eats rice.
In marriage, custom can be region specific, involving rituals like [Bratabandhal for boys
and [Bel Bibahal for girls, where girls symbolically marry a wood apple before puberty to
porker against widowhood.

Funeral rites also nary, with some highland communities practicing the rare [sky burial
leaving body for vultures and crow. The presence of shamans and rituals like animal scari-
fies remain in certain ethnic group.

Religion, ethnicity, and diversity

Nepal is predominatly Hindu but Buddhism, Islam, Christianity, and indigenous be-
liefs all co-exist, influencing festivals, arts, language, and everyday life. Hundreds of ethnic
group such as Newar, Gurung, Tamang, Sherpa, Magar contribute to linguistic, culinary
and artistic diversity. The tradition of choosing a living [Kumari goddess, a symbolic spir-
itual figure among girls, exemplifies the intermingling of Hindu and Buddhist practices.

Nepali hospitality is also notable [ visitor are greeted with [ Namaste! joining hands
in reverence, and guests are regarded as gods, reflecting deep respect for others.

Art, cuisine, and lifestyle

Nepali culture is reflected in music, dance, literature, folklore, and architecture, espe-
cially in UNESCO World Heritage sites like Durbar squares, Pashupatinath, Boudhanath,
and Swayambhunath. Traditional food such as momo (dumpling), dal bhat (rice and lentil
soup) and sel roti (rice doughalt) are staples at celebration and everyday life.

Nepalilstradition are increasingly blended with global influences, and even contem-
porary events like the Otakes Festival (for amine enthusiasts) are gaining popularty among
the youth.
